Ordinance Number _ 3
ORDINANCE KEEPING OF NON-DOMESTIC ANIMALS

DEFINITIONS

Domestic animal: Means and includes dogs, cats, birds kept indoors;
hamsters, gerbils and such other small rodents, chinchillas, rabbits; non-
poisonous lizards except crocodiles and alligators, and non-poisonous
snakes, which animals or reptiles are capable of being maintained
continuously in cages; and other living creatures generally referred to as
domestic pets.

Non-domestic animals: Shall include all other animals and reptiles not
included above.

KEEPING OF NON-DOMESTIC ANIMALS PROHIBITED

Except as provided in Subsection (a), the maintaining, keeping or
harboring of non-domestic animals within the designated area mapped as
Lake Williams Beach Association is hereby declared a nuisance and
therefore prohibited.
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IMPOUNDING OF NON-DOMESTIC CREATURES

Any non-domestic creature kept in violation of Section 2 may be
impounded by the Town of Lebanon and, after being impounded for five
(5) days or more without being reclaimed by the owner, may be destroyed
or sold. Any person reclaiming any such impounded animal shall pay the
cost of impounding and keeping the same.

Ordinance Number _ 4

ORDINANCE TRANSIENT MOBILE HOMES

Transient Mobile Home or Travel Trailer — any portable vehicle, including
a tent camper or motor home, which is designed to be transported on its
own wheels, and which is designed and intended to be used for temporary
living quarters for travel, recreational or vacation purposes, and which
may or may not include one or all of the accommodations and facilities
customarily included in mobile homes.

PROHIBITED SITES:
No transient mobile home located on a lot within the territory known as

The Lake Williams Beach Association shall at any time be used for
temporary (recreational) or full time living purposes.

FINE ESTABLISHED.

As provided and allowed under the provisions of Section 13 and 16 of SA

ORDINANCE ON TRESPASS

A person who intrudes upon any lot or parcel of land within the bounds of
that owned by the Lake Williams Beach Association, Inc., without
authority from the owner thereof, or who erects or occupies thereon any
structure whatever without such authority, and a person who places,
erects or occupies within the bounds of any association owned property
any structure without lawful authority is guilty of the offense of trespass.

Fine established.

Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a
violation and, upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine of

ORDINANCE RESIDENTIAL USE

MEETING NOTICES:

In addition to the posting of the annual and all special meetings of
the association on the bulletin board ten (10 days) prior to the date
of such meeting, a copy of the notice shall also be sent along with
the agenda for the meeting to each voter of said association.

Notice of Board of Directors Meetings shall be posted on the bulletin
board at least five (5) days prior to the date of such meeting. All
Board of Directors Meetings shall be open to dialogue from
members. Voting will be limited to board members only.

AGENDA:

An agenda shall act as the format for all meetings of the Beach
Association.

Anyone wishing to have an item placed on the agenda for the
annual meeting shall present such request in writing to the
president and the secretary 20 days prior to said meeting.

ROLL CALL AND PROXY VOTING:

There shall be two sign-in sheets available at each annual or special
association meeting (one for designated voters and the second for
attendees). All will be required to sign in upon arrival at the
meeting.

These lists will serve a two-fold purpose: a legal record of
attendance for each meeting, and a roll-call list of voters on any
issue to come before the group that is not unanimously agreed
upon.

In addition to the membership list (which the charter requires
to be at hand during all meetings) there shall be a separate list of
property owners, which in the case of multi-owners of property shall
be marked, with the name of the individual designated to cast the
vote.

There shall be a standardized form for Proxies. (Members who desire
a proxy form can obtain one upon request from either the Secretary
or the President.)
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BOARD OF DIRECTORS, OFFICERS AND
COMMITTEES

COMMITTEES:

All committees will be subject to the authority of the Lake Williams
Beach Association Board of Directors.

BONDING:

Directors, with the approval of the membership, will set the amount
of bonding for the Treasurer, Tax Collector, and the Constable. In
addition there shall be insurance of some sort on all officers.

HONORARIUMS:

CHECKS:

The Treasurer, with the authorization of the Board of Directors shall .
draft checks for budgeted expenses and/or those approved by

special meeting of the association.

FINANCE

EMERGENCY FUND:

An Unforeseen Emergency Reserve Fund in the amount of $350.00
shall be maintained at that level. Interest earned by this fund shall
be put into the general fund. This fund shall only be spent upon
approval by the LWBA membership attending the regularly
scheduled annual meeting or a special meeting called for that
purpose.

ALLOCATION OF UNUSED FUNDS:

At the end of the fiscal year, all monies Allocated in the budget and
not spent shall be placed in the general fund.

Any money collected from violations shall be paid to the
Treasurer to be deposited in the general fund.

GRIEVANCES:

The Board of Directors may act as the preliminary appeals board in
the settling of grievances. An aggrieved association member shall
provide written notice to both the secretary and president of the
association who in turn will give notice to the Board of Directors.

/ A meeting to hear the grievance shall be called within thirty
(30) days of receipt of the complaint and a written decision shall be
rendered by the board and sent to the aggrieved party by certified
mail within five (5) business days of said meeting.

BYLAWS GOVERNING CHANGE:

There shall be no change of the association by-laws unless said
change is recommended by the Board of Directors or petitioned to
the membership for a vote by Twenty-Nine (29) designated voters.

ORDINANCES

Ordinance Number _ 1

An ordinance to designate an enforcing agency to discharge the
responsibility of the Lake Williams Beach Association in the Town of
Lebanon, County of New London, under the provisions of The Connecticut
General Statutes, SA 53-214.

Section 1. AGENCY DESIGNATED. Pursuant to the provisions of the
Connecticut Statutes, in accordance with Section 4, of 1953 SA 214,
entitled Powers to Regulate, Construct and Establish Building Lines, the
Connecticut State Police, resident state trooper of the Town of Lebanon
(or other law enforcement officials duly appointed by the Town of
Lebanon) is hereby designated as the enforcing agency to discharge the
responsibility of the Lake Williams Beach Association, Town of Lebanon
under Connecticut SA 53-214. The Lake Williams Beach Association,
Town of Lebanon, assumes responsibility for the administration and
enforcement of said Act throughout its corporate limits.

Section 2. PURPOSE: The purpose of this ordinance is to promote the
safety, and general welfare of the community and protect the property
values and aesthetics of the community.

Section 3. USE OF ASSOCIATION PROPERTY:

1) All beaches and recreation areas are reserved for the exclusive use
of association members and their guests.

2) No vehicle(s) shall be allowed in or on designated swimming areas.

3) No vehicle(s) or boat trailer(s) shall obstruct the access or exit of any
other vehicle on the beaches or other association property.

4) After boats are launched, all boat trailers must be returned to the
member’s property. No boat trailer is to be left on beaches or in
parking areas.

5) No overnight (dusk to dawn) parking of vehicles is allowed on
association property without prior permission of the Property and
Equipment Committee chairman, evidenced by a permit to be
visibly displayed in the front windshield of the vehicle.
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6) Parking is permitted in the designated parking areas at each beach
area, only when using the beach. Exceptions are permitted with
prior written permission of the LWBA Security or Property and
Equipment committee chairman.

Vehicles utilizing parking areas must prominently display
either a LWBA membership parking sticker or a currently
dated guest parking permit, on the vehicle.

7) No changing of clothing in vehicles is permitted.

8) No fires or camping is allowed on beaches.

9) No trash is to be thrown or left on association property.

10) Members and their guests utilizing association property do so at
their own risk.

11) No loitering is permitted.

12) Watercraft left on the beaches after 9:00 p.m. must be identified
with the owner’s name and lot number prominently displayed or
registered with LWBA Property and Equipment Chairman.’

13) For reasons of liability and public safety, launching of personal
watercraft (jet skis) is not allowed from association owned property.

14) Drinking or possession of alcoholic beverages on association
property is strictly prohibited. The use of 2nd beach for boat
launching by any commercial business as a means of providing lake
related recreation as part of conducting their business is prohibited.

FIRST (1*) BEACH:

Use of this beach is limited to:
(1) Parking of vehicles within the area designated for
the purpose;
(2) Swimming;
(3) Launching of carry-on, non-motorized boats
(4) Storage of non-motorized boats and canoes.

Boats and canoes stored at this beach must be locked down and
secured. Storage of more than one (1) boat and or canoe per
property owner is not permitted.

Fishing is not permitted in this area.

(5) All boats/canoes must be removed from beach
November 1% through April 1%
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SECOND (2*%) BEACH:

Use of this beach is limited to:

(1)Parking of Vehicles within the area designated for this
purpose;

(2)Swimming in the area designated for this purpose;

(3)Fishing (except in the designated swimming area;

(4)Launching of boats;

(5)Storage of boats no closer than forty (40) feet from the
water.

(6)All boats/canoes must be removed from beach
November 1sts through April 1%.

Owners must be present (no exceptions) with all guests
who are launching from 2*¢ Beach.

. A combination lock is to be put in place on the gate
located at 2°¢ Beach. When taxes are paid members will be
given the combination number. The locks combination will be
changed each year at tax time.

« The Resident State Trooper shall be provided with the
combination in order that public safety officials have access to
the water from 2*¢ beach should there be a need. And also, a
list of individuals who own a boat and who would be willing to
allow emergency and public safety officials to use that boat
should the need arise.

THIRD (3") BEACH:

Use of this beach is limited to:
(1) Parking of vehicles within the area designed for this
purpose;
(2) Swimming;
(3) Launching of carry-on, non-motorized boats;
(4) Storage of non-motorized boats and canoes.

Boats and canoes stored at this beach must be locked down and
secured. Storage of more than one (1) boat or canoe per
property owner is not permitted.

Fishing is not permitted in this area.

(5) All boats/canoes must be removed from beach
November 1% through April 1%,
